Sequence Benefits

The three-year computer cluster provides students with the technology skills necessary to become successful in today’s work environment. Students are prepared for entry-level positions in the IT field or for post-secondary study in an IT related area. The cluster curriculum addresses the National Educational Technology Standards, the Secretary’s Commission on Achieving Necessary Skills and the Illinois State Board of Education six essential learning’s for technology.

Students enrolled in a sequence and identified as part of the Career and Technical Education program are eligible to participate in numerous workshops that promote job readiness skills. These include sessions on resume building, interview practices, and job hunting. Students can participate in job shadowing, be assigned job mentors and partake in technology related seminars. 

The Career and Technical Education coordinator also works with students to find them part-time jobs related to technology. These include jobs at the school as lab tutors, computer camp aides, or computer repair aides. Relationships are developed with technical and non-technical companies to provide students with jobs that utilize their computer skills and encourage students’ pursuit in the field of technology.

In addition, students completing a sequence are eligible for a Von Steuben Alumni Technology Scholarship. Each year thousands of Illinois scholarships are awarded to students exhibiting strong technical skills, which a Career and Technical Education computer sequence provides. Students can also earn up to 12 credit hours at various post-secondary schools including Wright and DeVry by taking their aptitude tests.
